All quotes are subject to availability of equipment and driver(s), technical or computer generated information, graphics and details including center of gravity and support points, etc.  Any and all work other than OTR shipments are based on a regular 10 hour work day, Monday – Friday between 7:00 to 6:00 p.m. in which our contractors can work without interruption (1 hour break).  Quotes are subject to advanced permit approval by all States/Provinces and Government agencies while en route.  Requirements or limitations from any route/bridge/utility survey may change or alter cost of estimates.  Costs incurred in the customer/shipper authorized application for permit pre-approval.  This includes but is not limited to route/bridge/utility surveys will be the responsibility of the customer/shipper, regardless as to whether the permits are approved or denied.
Pricing

Prices listed include all equipment, labor, and third party services required for the work at the time of quote with information available.  This is based upon information supplied by customer, which includes: weights and dimensions and any other pertinent information.
Route Improvements/Clearances and Accessibility
This disclaimer mandates that there are no provisions for route improvement.  This is also based on loading at, and delivering to the nearest point(s) of reasonable and safe accessibility, to be determined by AIR 7 SEAS Transport Logistics’ authorized carrier or “on-site” clearances, and sufficient compaction to be the responsibility of the shipper and receiver.  Inadvertent damages caused to surrounding property at the origin or destination, due to the movement of this equipment is at risk of the shipper.  Obstacles at origin and/or destination may include: curbing, railroad tracks, temporary or permanent fencing or barricade, etc.  Removal, renovation and/or replacement if required, will be the sole responsibility of the shipper and/or consignee.
Transport Loading Position

Limitation of Liability
